Vehicle Preparation

All vehicles should bring the following equipment:

· Warm Clothing and a blanket

· Personal first aid kit

· Lots to eat and drink – flask for hot drinks recommended

In addition to this, ALL Vehicles should try to have a decent recovery point for a rope Front and Rear of the vehicle, should the need arise to pull people out, this makes life a lot easier and safer.

Communication will be in several forms.

CB Radio – Channel 14

PMR Radio – Channel 01/27

UHF (issued by group leader) Channel 4

Mobile Phones (numbers will be taken prior to leaving)

Other info

Please remember that there maybe situations where the group leader will need to assist other drivers. The need may arise where a vehicle needs to be assisted or recovered if they become stuck.

It is crucially important that everyone listens to what the group leader has to say should a situation arise.

First aid and recovery equipment are carried by all group leaders.

Rules and Guidelines
