Salisbury Plains – June 2010

Basic Info

The cost for the trip is £50 per vehicle based on 2 people sharing (additional people are £5 per head)

This cost includes the camp fees (tent) for Friday and Saturday night – your pitch will be allocated by Dan on arrival

Each vehicle is responsible for its own food, drink and fuel. You are allowed to cook on site, however I’m sure a few of us will be using the local pub for grub each evening, which is less than a 5 minute walk.

Small campsite located just off A360 as you get onto Tilshead High street on the left.

Vehicle Requirements
As per all MPMC greenlaning events, standard vehicles will be able to take part in this event, HOWEVER all vehicles on this trip must have a set of good recovery points front and rear – just incase you should become stuck.

You must also carry the following items

· Shovel

· Warning triangle

· Food and drink

· Waterproof clothing and warm clothing for each vehicle member

· Personal first aid kit

· Fire extinguisher

· Hi-vis jacket/tabard for each vehicle member

All of the above is basic greenlaning kit and should be carried at all times while on the plain, the group leader will have a full recovery kit, should anyone get into trouble.

All vehicles should also receive a laminated copy of telephone numbers for use while on the plain, these numbers will include – the group leader, the range warden, and the emergency contact details for the MPMC.

Programme – extremely flexible 

Friday 4th June 

1200 onwards Arrive and pitch tents 

2000 pub dinner for those who wish @ the rose and crown (short walk)

2300 Bed down for early start

Saturday 5th June

0800 – Breakfast

0900 – Leave for the plains

1230 – stop for lunch (location tbc)

1330 – resume on the plains

1800 – return to camp

2100 – Night lanes

2230 – fire and drinkies

Sunday 6th June

0900 – Breakfast

1000 – leave for the plains

1300 – return to camp – pack up

1400 – depart camp for home

It must be noted that this area is a military training area, wherever there is a red flag flying – we do not want to be.

Having had experience of the plains there is a lot it has to offer, and there are adequate byways to keep us entertained for a week or so. 

We must at all times stick to the byways and not stray off, those who do not listen and stray off, will be liable for their own actions, the fines and possible vehicle confiscations that come with them…..

It should be noted that the group leader nor the MPMC will be held liable for any fines or penalties imposed by the land and range wardens.

It should also be noted that the range warden is a good friend of mine whom I do not wish to fall out with!

PLEASE NOTE – The MPMC nor the group leader will be held liable or responsible for any damage or malfunctions to vehicles. The owner of the vehicle drives these events at their own risk and no extra insurance will be provided. 

Byways are in all respects a road, and so vehicles must still be taxed, insured and roadworthy to use them. Usual road restrictions apply and there are speed checks done on the plains – so be wary.

The group leader will never leave anyone behind on their own, and will always try up most to resolve any problems we may come across, however should a vehicle be required to be towed or recovered home, the driver of the vehicle is responsible for all costs. This event is of course very unlikely as none of the group leaders will intentionally put anyone in a situation they or their vehicle are incapable of handling.
